Fascinating Facts

Book Poster

1. Choose a nonfiction book on a subject that interests you.  You will need to show your book to Mrs. McConnell before you start reading to make sure it is appropriate for this report.

2. As you read the book, list facts that you think are interesting.  A fact is a statement that can be proven.

3. After you have finished reading your book you will make a poster.  On this poster you will list at least five interesting or surprising facts that you learned from reading your book.

4. Name the book and its author as the title of the poster.  Add a short introduction that tells what the book is about.

5. Use pictures or diagrams to frame your poster.  Put your name in the bottom right corner of the white paper.

6. Title and facts should be typed or written in neat cursive handwriting on a white piece of 8 1/2” x 11” paper.  That paper needs to be glued to a larger piece of construction paper (which will be provided by Mrs. McConnell).  The frame around the white paper needs to be decorated with pictures or diagrams.
