California Missions

Photo Album Guidelines
Did you know that we are surrounded by California Missions? There are many missions that are less than two hours away (Sonoma, San Rafael, San Jose, San Francisco, Santa Clara, Santa Cruz, San Juan Bautista, and Carmel). You will need to choose one of those, (or any of the other twenty-one California missions), to visit with your family of friends and your camera!

While visiting the mission students should take many photographs. (If you would like to be in the pictures, it is fine for your parents or friends to take the pictures of you.) If the staff at the mission do not allow photos to be taken inside the buildings, postcards or other pictures may be included. You should also try to find out as much as they can about the mission by taking a guided tour, using a brochure to do a self-guided tour, and/or reading plaques and other information on buildings, etc. 

After visiting the mission students need to put together a photo album. The album should be in the form of a 3-ring binder. It needs to include all of the following elements:

1.   A colorfully decorated cover 

2.  A colorful title page that includes your name, the due date of the report, and the name of the mission you visited.

3. At least 10 photographs showing different parts/areas of the mission. The photos can be pasted or taped to either blank or lined paper.

4. A caption for each photograph. The captions should be at least 2 sentences long and need to describe the object in the photo. They can be written directly on lined paper under the photo, or they can be written or typed on separate paper and then attached to the paper on which the photo has been placed. The captions might also include information about how the object shown in the photo was used during mission times and any interesting information you learned about the object while touring the mission.

5. A written conclusion. Your conclusion needs to be at least one-half of a page long. It should summarize your experience and needs to include the following information:



a.  When did you make your visit?



b.  Where did you go?



c.   What did you learn?




- When was your mission founded?




- Who was the founder?




- Mention at least 3 interesting or unusual facts.



d.   How did you find out the information about your mission?



e.   Would you have enjoyed living on this mission? Why or why not?
